Background: From a traditional copyright law perspective, the greatest challenge is for holders of copyright in software to enforce their legal rights against infringers.  However, for the “free software” or “open source” community, the challenge is framed in a different way: the challenge is to ensure that the best possible code is created by and for the use and benefit of the community, and that no one attempts to restrict the use, modification and distribution of such code. An overview of the issues to be addressed is as follows:  What is Open Source Software, Types of Open Source Licenses, Benefits & Risks of Open Source followed by a Case Study looking at some Practical Issues and a few other real life examples.
